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Devising Drama portfolio factsheet and self-assessment form
Introduction
The aim of Devising Drama is for you to explore a stimulus item through practical exploration and to create a piece of devised drama in a group. The portfolio is designed to record the journey you and your group have been through during your assessment. It is completed whilst you do your practical work and must include details on your contribution to the group’s performance. There are group marks, everyone is marked individually.
How will your portfolio be structured?
Your portfolio should be structured in three sections: 

· Section 1 – your research of one stimulus and your initial ideas.

· Section 2 – your work creating and developing your devised performance including analysing and evaluating your work in progress.

· Section 3 – an evaluation of your final devised drama performance.
How long will your portfolio be?
The recommended maximum length of your portfolio should be:

· 20 sides A4 which may include:

· notes, sketches, diagrams, scripts, storyboards, photographs and annotations

OR

· 12 minutes of recorded presentation which may include:

· video diary/video blogs, recording of performance activities created through the devised performance and slides/titles with audio commentary

OR

· 2000 words of continuous prose.

A portfolio can also contain a combination of the above. The length of each format should be in proportion to the assessed work it represents.
How will you be assessed?
Your portfolio is marked out of 40.

10 marks are for your research and initial ideas in section 1.

10 marks are for creating and developing your devised performance recorded in section 2.

20 marks are for analysis and evaluation throughout your whole portfolio.
