The Food Cycle
Lansbury Council has announced that, after a successful trial, it will shortly start kerbside collections of food waste across the whole area.  Following kerbside collection, food waste will be turned into compost.  The compost will be available for us to buy for use in our gardens.  For those of us who grow our own vegetables, this will complete the food cycle, as shown in the diagram.
