The changes that are being made to the GCSE English qualifications in England will not affect the current
arrangements for Northern Ireland. For centres in Northern Ireland, the assessment of Speaking and
Listening skills will continue to contribute 20% to the overall GCSE grade.

For GCSE English Language - 1345 (for Northern Ireland only), candidates must take units A631, A632 and
A633. The unit codes have been updated but the content and structure of all units remains the same.
