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	What is good design? 

Discussion about the visual impact of a product. Aesthetics, fashion trends, colour, component proportions etc.

Discussion about practically – function, ergonomics, user expectations, suitability of construction materials, construction processes.

Divide candidate into groups of 2 – 3.

Investigate one of the above focus areas. Make notes. Report findings back to rest of group.

Homework assignment. Select 2 products with the same function. One modern and one from up to 10 years ago. Compare and contrast the products using the headings from the lesson
	A diverse selection of products for candidates to investigate. 

Laminated cards with key words such as” aesthetic qualities”, “ergonomic requirements” etc. 
	Opportunity for students to work together. Communicate thinking. Use appropriate terminology.

Listen to other students. 

Learn by teaching others.  Remember by doing.

This preparation session does not count as part of the 4 hour controlled assessment as it does not focus on the specific product that the candidate decides to re design

	10 minutes
	Warm up exercise to assess prior knowledge. Part 1. In pairs look at the words on the cards and discuss meaning.  Key words: assess, decide, rank, measure, recommend, convince, select, judge, explain, discriminate, support, conclude, compare, summarise. Part 2 Teacher led discussion from student suggestions. Establish student understanding.

	6 minutes
	Introduction of lesson objectives. Animated Power point slide to show how a mind map is a good way of reviewing performance through a process. Slide contains key questions from their design specifications that students can use as a prompt for their response.

	10 minutes
	Quick ‘against the clock’ opportunity for students to produce a mind map recording their thoughts, actions and success during the designing part of the challenge.

	5 minutes
	Class review. Recognition of successful outcome. Suggestions for development

	10 minutes
	Quick ‘against the clock’ opportunity for students to produce a mind map recording their thoughts, actions and success during the making part of the challenge.

	5 minutes
	Class review. Recognition of successful outcome. Suggestions for development
